This is a reminder that the Hockey Canada insurance augments Provincial, Medical and hospital plans. It covers registered players, coaches, trainers, referees registered on the Hockey Canada Registry and designated volunteers (listed on the HNO Volunteer Form which is available on our website) against accidents which occur during participation in a Hockey Canada/Branch sanctioned activity to the limits specificed within the policy.
The injury form must be completed in its entirety (including doctor/dentist reports and signatures) and submitted to Hockey Northwestern Ontario within 90 days of the accident.  Only original receipts / invoices and injury report(s) are acceptable.  We cannot accept facisimiles.  We suggest that copies of all paper work is retained by the team in the event documents are lost in the mail.

Please remember.  Hockey Canada is strictly a supplemental insurer.  If you have access to any other insurance, you must pursue it through them first.  There are no payments for any non-resident who plays hockey in Canada without some form of primary coverage.
